Wiesel. The date was perfect for a
wonderful event celebrating the
eighth night of Hanukkah. This
was confirmed by Ronald Lauder,
also an honoree. But then ... a real
life drama occurred. Ambassador
Lauder, president of the World
Jewish Congress, was scheduled
to meet Pope Benedict XVI that
day! Thankfully, Lauder post-
poned the meeting with the Pope
and met with him the very next
day.

Celebrating  Hanukkah in
Yiddish at the Folksbiene is not
an easy task. We had to decide
how to announce our event.
Would the invitations be just in
English or in Yiddish and
English? How much Yiddish
should be on the invitation? And,
most important, how should one
transliterate the word Hanukkah
from Yiddish to English? We
actually had a debate in the office
as to how to spell it. In “Standard
Yiddish” Hanukkah is clearly
Kha’ NIKE. I chose to use the
spelling Chanuke recommended
by Zalmen because it looks most
familiar to the eye.

We chose the classical
Bohemian National Hall (BNH)
of Manhattan as our venue
because it is refreshingly differ-
ent, elegant and has a lovely
stage. The legendary BNH was
built in 1896 as center for Czech
and Slovak culture. This jewel on
East 73 Street was designed in the
Renaissance Revival style, a
palazzo built of light brick and
limestone. Having recently
undergone an extensive renova-
tion, it is a rare survivor of the
social halls built in the 19th cen-
tury for New York City’s immi-
grant ethnic communities and
now houses the Czech Republic’s
Consulate. How apropos for a
theater four years shy of its 100th

birthday.

After signing the contract I
wondered, will it be too big, will
I be able to fill the hall? My
fears, however, soon changed.
Not only would we fill the hall,
but we had so many illustrious
attendees I was afraid we would
not have room for them all.
Guests were coming to honor the
Wiesels and Ron Lauder, or
because they heard of the exquis-
ite talent of our guest stars
Magda Fishman, Elmore James
and Tony Perry who were fea-
tured at the Westhampton
Folksbiene concert last summer,
or just to support the theater. We
had a packed house with celebri-
ties from the Jewish world
including: Leo Melamed, former
chairman of the Chicago
Mercantile Exchange, described
as one of the most influential
men in Chicago; noted architect
Daniel Libeskind and his wife,
Nina, of Libeskind Studio; Ernie
Michel, renowned Holocaust sur-
vivor, communal leader and for-
mer Folksbiene honoree; Paul
Bernstein of Alliance/Bernstein;
and former Folksbiene honoree
Bryna Wasserman, director of the
Segal  Yiddish  Theater of
Montreal among others.

After the candle lighting by the
world-renowned Cantor Josef
Malovaney of the Fifth Avenue
Synagogue, the show began. It
was every bit as powerful, emo-
tional, exciting and inspirational
as promised. Zalmen Mlotek
wove a beautiful program of
remembering the Holocaust and
human struggle with hope and
the miracle of Hanukkah.
Beginning with “O, Ir Klleyne
Likhtekekh” through the song of
the Cracow Ghetto, the
Folksbiene ensemble was ener-
getic, inviting and sensitive.

The stars were intoxicating.
Singer-songwriter Tony Perry
was electric as he sang the
Yiddish Ellis Island song inspired
by the words of Emma Lazarus
on the Statue of Liberty and Cab
Calloway’s “Ot Azoy.” The rich
voice of international vocal
soloist and cantorial student
Magda Fishman, singing “Oyfn
Pripetchik” and her accompani-

ment on the trumpet floored the
audience. Then, my favorite per-
former, Elmore James, who
impressed me when he was the
son of the African American care-
taker in Folksbiene’s perfor-
mance of “Spiel, Spiel, Spiel,”
sang “Keyser Tey” (“What the
Czar Did”). These were followed
by the sweet voices of young
Maxine Wiesenfeld and Sarah
Milotek, singing “My Yiddishe
Mame.”

There was intensity
and delight in the eyes of our
honored guests — Elie, Marion
and Ron — and our award pre-
senters, CUNY Chancellor
Matthew Goldstein and Malcolm
Hoenlein, executive vice presi-
dent of the Conference of
Presidents of Major American
Jewish Organizations.

When Marion and Elie got up

to accept the award, Elie thanked
the Folksbiene for the beautiful
show, saying, “This is our
Hanukkah gift.” And how right
he was.

For me, the countless hours of
work over the previous four
months were a labor of love — in
thanks — for the world of
Yiddish song and literature that
has been opened to us all.
